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 Talal Abu – Ghazaleh declared 3 million dinars cost of its operation in the 1st year…..,

A new private university for Business Administration in Bahrain
Juhayrah Abu Al Hasija reported:

Mr. Talal Abu – Ghazaleh unveiled arrangements for setting up a significant private university's project, specialized in Business Administration in the Kingdom of Bahrain. The teaching at the university is due to commence next September. Talal Abu – Ghazaleh, the chairman and CEO of the Organization, which hold his name, however, reported to ALAYAM ALEQTASADI "The Economic Days" that work is in progress to complete necessary license for this university, clarifying that the operational estimated cost without the capital cost for the project amounted to 3 million dinars in the first year, adding that it will increase steadily with the increment of the number of the students.

He has noted that the said university would make use of the domicile of Talal Abu – Ghazaleh's Organization located at AL Saif consisting of 11 floors headquarters, especially after the portion of the building allocated for the university was believed to have been equipped with, whatsoever, necessary from utilities and infrastructure, similar to study classes system adhered to at Harvard College for Business Administration, noting further to cooperation established with this university in terms of programs and activities.
"We expect that the required license is going to be issued within one month from now, as we shall start admitting students, immediately after obtaining it, indicating that the teaching team, programs, curricula and all necessary preparations are ready to commence work": Abu – Ghazaleh added.
He has also stated that the new university shall be created in Bahrain, in collaboration with the existing Talal Abu – Ghazaleh's College in Jordan, which has acquired International Accreditation in quality from VEBA International, located in Germany, pointing out that this college has been adopting teaching system via use of "case study" and not by use of lectures; and we hope that we shall use this method of teaching at our universities which are expected to be founded in Bahrain, he also added.
Mr. Abu Ghazaleh also noted that the university shall award MA (Master Degree Programs) in disciplines relevant to the Business Administration in English Language, as well as other Business area, such as, Accounting, Financial Management, Human Resources Management, Public Administration, Business Administration, Information and Intellectual Property Management, per market needs and requisites of economic development in Bahrain and Gulf Cooperation Council's States, as well.

Abu – Ghazaleh has also emphasized on the following: "Initially, I would like to illustrate that the objective of the establishment of the university is non – profit, as the feasibility study, which we have carried out shows that we will realize losses in the first few years, but under all circumstances, we are committed to full funding and cover of the risen deficit, given that the first and last goal is, quality education without taking into account, the cost at the expense of quality.

Abu – Ghazaleh has also expected that the university would attract in its first year around 200 students and said: "We are not endeavoring through students' enrollment to have as much as possible of the number of the students, but we aim at having a high – quality, as is the case at Talal Abu – Ghazaleh's College operating in Jordan; we  are pursuing an emblem appropriate to the university titled "Superiors would become leaders", in the sense that we shall not accept, but the elite of excellent, in the sense that we shall not accept, but the elite of excellent ones, who do have the future leadership capability as the percentage of admission at Harvard University, and the financially needful students, will not be taken into view, at the expense of superiors".
Abu - Ghazaleh has concluded his statement saying, that the new university shall adopt a special system pertaining to excellent students, as scholarship system is to be calculated according to the tranche, since the averages of admissions are going to be divided into three tranches, the first tranche, which achieves an average of 85% to 90% to 95% and the third one, that average reaching 95% to 100%. It is provided that a student must achieve an average of 85% in minimum to be admitted at the university.
